The low age is to be determined, (due to safety) on a yearly basis, depending on applicants, by The Senior Master. The top age is 21. This sees the juniors through most of their school years, until such time, as they might have jobs, and can make the monetary commitment themselves.

The “intent” is to get the juniors out hunting, and to as many hunt related activities, without putting up too many roadblocks.
The “method” is to be recognized at the end of the season, (merit badges, medals, etc.) 

The “spirit” of the program is inclusion, at whatever the level, each junior is able to participate.

High school volunteer hours for work days and puppy walking, will be recognized.

Internship/mentoring to be determined yearly, by The Senior Master, and program co-ordinators, as the juniors progress through the program.
